Acceptable items include sofas, chairs, washers, dryer, toilet, etc. Non-acceptable 

items include construction debris, haz waste, auto parts, industrial discards, liquids, 

cardboard boxes, white goods, and excessively large items.

Residents provide containers, bags and bundles. Cut, bundled and tied at 50lb. 

maximum weight and 4ft. maximum length. 

• Acceptable and Non-Acceptable Materials 

Acceptable items include grass clippings, leaves, tree branches (broken into a 

manageable length) and brush. Non-acceptable items include dirt, stone, concrete
