This request was tabled by commissioner until further information and legal counsel can
research.

Chairman Dill stated that Commissioner Lynn Guynn has been unanimously approved by the city
council for appointment to the Urban Renewal Board for a 5-year term.

Commissioner Franklin made a motion to approve Lynn Guynn as commissioner for a 5-year term.
Commissioner Martin seconded and was approved.
